All partners stressed the strengthened partnership and trust between the
involved organisations and their will to continue the cooperation for capacity
building and inclusion of young people in development processes of their
communities.

Description: In the frames of the Study Visit, Youth Initiative Centre NGO
hosted 37 participants from 16 countries in Gyumri, Armenia. Participants were
from Austria, Albania, Armenia, Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, France, Greece, Geor-
gia, Italy, Sint Maarten (the Netherlands), Spain, Palestine, Romania, Tunisia
and Ukraine.

During the Study Visit, the representatives of the youth and non-formal educa-
tion sectors had the opportunity to study the situation of youth state policy in
Armenia, the models of youth work and get acquainted with the stakeholders
of the field - youth centres, non-governmental organisations and state institu-
tions.

The visits involved such institutions as Gyumri and Ejmiatsin “Youth House”
open youth centres, TUMO center for creative technologies Gyumri, Helsinki
Citizens' Assembly Vanadzor, COAF Lori SMART center, the Ministry of Educa-
tion, Science, Culture and Sports of the Republic of Armenia where the group
met the deputy minister Artur Martirosyan and head of the Youth Department
Zara Aslanyan, and the Shirak Regional Administration where they met the
Shirak regional governor Nazeli Baghdasaryan and the representatives of the
Youth Council adjacent to the governor.

Aim: To contribute to the capacity building of young war veterans and support
their reintegration into the community.

Description: “Youth Initiative Centre” NGO and UN Population Fund Armenia
(UNFPA) in cooperation with the Armavir regional government implemented
a 6-month long project in the Armavir region since April of 2022.

The project was aimed at the capacity development and economic empower-
ment of 20 young men aged 18-30 from the Armavir region who were injured
or disabled in the 44-day Artsakh war in 2020.

Within the framework of the project, a heeds assessment was conducted with
20 participants, their individual needs identified, analyzed and used as a basis
for the project interventions such as psychological counseling, career orienta-
tion, capacity development through various trainings and courses as well as
relevant equipment and tools were provided to master the knowledge and
skills gained and to ensure increased employment opportunities for them.

Within the project:

= 3 participants got psychological counseling,

= 4 beneficiaries studied accounting,

= 1 participant learnt hairdressing,

= 1 participant learnt jewelry making,

= 2 participants studied photography,

= 2 participants attended the English language courses,

= 2 participants studied Social Media Marketing,

= 1 participant studied QA course,

= 1 participant had an internship in an IT company,

= 3 participants established their own businesses in agriculture.

In addition to the above, seven participants received computers, two of them
received career orientation and consultancy on state support programmes for
young war veterans and other opportunities.

After the 4-month capacity building phase, a two-day project evaluation and
closing meeting was held in Gyumri. During the meeting the participants had
the opportunity to evaluate the entire process of the project and the support
provided, to talk about the positive aspects of the project and the results
achieved.

Project also served as a networking opportunity for the beneficiaries to use
their potential, as well as friendship was established between the participants,
and some plans of future collaboration.
