Mapping and gap analysis of Civic Education Tools and
Practices

When: October 2023 - March 2024
Where: Armenia

Aim: The aim of the study was to map and identify the gaps,
shortcomings and opportunities in the use of tools aimed at
increasing civic activity and developing leadership skills of
young people in Armenia.

Description: Research mixed methods, namely, concurrent
research methodology, was used for the study. During the
office-based research, various tools aimed at increasing civic
activism and developing leadership skills of youth in Armenia
were studied and mapped, including: platforms, manuals,
modules, books/literature, digital applications. Possible
thematic sources (studies, secondary analyses, statistical data,
studies of financial resources, sectoral legal documents) were
simultaneously studied through the analysis of documents.
During the qualitative study, focus group discussions and
in-depth expert interviews were conducted with the involve-
ment of 70 actors, namely: representatives of public and
private educational institutions, civil society structures,
independent experts, youth workers, and young people (16 to
30 years old).

The study served as a basis for the next action within the
project subgranting activity "Development of Innovative Civic
Education Tools for Non-Formal Learning", providing the
framework to define the directions and priorities of the
sub-grant competition.

Description: Within the framework of the programme, 15
young people from Shirak region who were recruited via open
call, completed a series of training courses in the fields of
journalism, media and digital literacy, social media marketing,
public relations, youth work and youth policy - a total of 14
courses. The trainings were conducted by outstanding
specialists of the field.

After the successful completion of the training cycle, the
trained young journalists, touring all regions of Armenia,
prepared 10 episodes under the title “Have Your Say”. The
programme was broadcasted on the YouTube channel of YIC
and the regional TV channel "TSAYG". The episodes can be
viewed at the following link:

Along with the filming of the episodes, a campaign was
carried out on social media with the slogan

covering the problems raised by young people in

the regions, as well as spreading the available opportunities.

Within the framework of the project, a capacity building
training course was conducted on the topics of youth policy,
youth participation and youth work, with the participation of
23 journalists, press secretaries of municipalities and repre-
sentatives of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and
Sport. Participants were from Yerevan and 8 other regions of
Armenia.

The aim of the training was to highlight the importance of
youth agenda in media and promote professional coverage of
youth issues.

In the following four months after the training the partici-
pants prepared and published 55 journalistic pieces on
regional youth issues and initiatives.
