Aim: To empower aspiring young leaders by providing
space for networking, advanced leadership learning,
while fostering sustainable community impact through
follow-up activities.

Description: 6-day Leadership Labs became a space for
aspiring young leaders to network and deepen their
knowledge as community leaders. The model of the
activity was based on other successful ones piloted in
Armenia (e.g,, the “I am the community” model by UNDP)
and was co-designed with the young multipliers, some of
whom were engaged in supporting the implementation
of the Leadership Labs in person. The curriculum focused
on advanced leadership topics such as youth participa-
tion, communication, and analytical skills. The key focus
of the Leadership Labs was networking with peers and
meeting experts, young policymakers, and influencers to
broaden participants' horizons and establish partnerships
for future career development. Additionally, all partici-
pants were asked to conduct follow-up activities within 3
months after the event, which earned them a certificate
of participation and provided an opportunity to join the
young multipliers group. In total, 25 community projects
were successfully implemented in Aragatsotn, Armavir,
Shirak, Gegharkunik, Lori, Tavush, Kotayk, Syunik regions
and Yerevan.

Aim: GLOW is a girl empowerment project aiming for a
more equal and democratic society in Armenia by
empowering the young female population from the
regions through leadership and civic education.

Description: The main component of the project was the
7-day leadership camp which took place on 15-21 August
2024 in Dilijan housing 13-15-year-old 40 young girls
displaced from Nagorno Karabakh (Artsakh) and from 10
regions of Armenia. The camp followed a targeted
curriculum covering a range of topics related to leader-
ship, interpersonal relationships, human rights and
activism, education and volunteering, healthy lifestyle,
mental health and environment.

Campers also had the opportunity to meet a doctor-gy-
necologist and an adolescent psychologist during the
sessions.

Project design and management sessions were a major
part of the camp's agenda. The campers presented 15
community project ideas developed by them, 5 of which
were recognised as winners by the invited Jury and
received financial support in the amount of AMD 50,000
for implementation. The winning projects were:

1 Little Artists and the Way of Their Establishment -
Kotayk region,

2 Green Steps for a Cleaner Community - Vayots
Dzor region,

3 Cleanup in Khoy Community - Armavir region,

& Planting Honey-Bearing Trees - Syunik region,

5 Mobile Puppet Theater - Lori region.

The follow up community projects were carried out
between September - October 2024 in 5 regions of
Armenia covering 9 communities - Vanadzor in Lori
region, Khoy in Armavir region, Katnaghbyur, Arinj and
Kasagh in Kotayk region, Yeghegnadzor and Vayk in
Vayots Dzor region, Nerkin Khndzoresk and Darbas in
Syunik region.

The goal of the Youth Initiative’s Volunteers' School
is promote a culture of volunteerism and increase youth
engagement in civic life. Through this program, youth wiill
develop critical competencies in collaborative teamwork,
leadership development, personal growth and social
program implementation. Beyond skill building, partici-
pants will gain hands-on understanding of volunteering
values through direct experience, showcasing their
knowledge, commitment and abilities in community
service and cooperation efforts.

In 2024 the “Youth Initiative Centre” NGO
implemented a new program called the "Volunteers’
School."

Over the course of six months, youth participated in
theoretical and practical workshops exploring the follow-
ing topics:

Conflict resolution in professional settings
Communication skills

How to create a well-written CV and motivation letter
Volunteerism as a civic concept

Public relations and social media management
Project development and team organization

Digital literacy

In addition to capacity building workshops, participants
engaged in informational visits to the Gyumri branch of
the National Polytechnic University of Armenia and
Gyumri Vocational School No. 3. These visits were
followed by a “City Quest” and an “Open Door” day, which
took place at the YIC NGO office on October 18.

The program was attended by fifteen young people aged

As one of the components of the “Europe Goes Local”
long-term project, already the second year “Europe Goes
Local - Mentorship programme for the countries of
Armenia, Georgia, Azerbaijan and Moldova’ is being
implemented. The aim of the programme is to equip
municipality representatives with appropriate knowledge
and experience to develop youth work strategies in their
communities, implement youth projects in line with the
European Youth Work Agenda and from the perspective
of municipalities and of local youth work actors.

In 2024 Ejmiatsin, Khoy, Tatev and Gavar communities
from Armenia were involved in the second phase of the
“Mentorship” programme. In the frames of the
programme the representatives of involved communities
developed their work plans with the support of the
mentor, participated in capacity building trainings and
study visits in Poland and Georgia.

Aim: The project aimed to promote meaningful youth
participation in democratic processes at the local level on
matters that directly affect them.

Description: The project consisted of two main phases:

1 Training of youth workers,

youth workers were chosen to form youth teams of 13-15
participants in their respective communities (Artik,
Armavir, Gavar, Gyumri, Spitak, and Vagharshapat).

From July to November, the selected youth workers led
four workshops on the topics of local government, youth
participation, advocacy, and campaign design. After the
workshops, community visits were organized to local
authorities. The young participants then conducted
surveys and problem mapping in their communities. They
met with stakeholders and identified 1-2 key issues that
mattered most to the youth, around which they began to
build informational campaigns and organize meetings
with decision-makers.

During the event, the activities and accomplishments of
the past months were presented, and young participants
shared their success stories.

The participating communities were: Talin,
Amasia, Pambak, Stepanavan, Metsamor, Artashat,
Hrazdan, Nairi, Sevan, Noyemberyan, Jermuk, Goris,
Qajaran and Tatev.

During the training, the participants had the opportunity
to study the following topics:

m Definition of youth policy, goals, principles,

m History of youth work, development stages, goals,
principles, targets, types and formats,

m Formation of youth environment and provision of
community youth services,

m Social entrepreneurship in the context of youth work,

m As well as to get acquainted with the procedure for
filling out an application and submitting reports for
the grant program for the establishment of youth
centres by the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture
and Sport of the Republic of Armenia for the purpose
of establishing youth centres.

The training was concluded with study visits to the "Artik
Youth House" open youth centre and Aparan "Alteralab”
youth centre, where participants practically improved
their knowledge on the operation of youth centres and
the provision of quality youth work services.
